Authority

Secondly, we must use the gift of the
word of wisdom to get God's practical
plansto solvepractical problemswithinthe
sphere of our authority. For instance, if |
were a pastor, | would not be happy until
every believer within my church, my
sphere of authority, had a good, income-
producing job. | would get God's practical
plan by revelation, and then execute the
plan by the gift of faith and the working of
miracles. Jesus said that the poor are al-

If God extended my author-
ity over acity, a province, aterritory or a
nation, | would seek the practical plans of
God to solve the problems of my area.

& Responsibility
